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WJO READINESS FOR RESTART PRODUCTION

The current production shutdown in WJO is unique due to the lack of international
standards or similar models that can be followed in such situation in order to
preserve assets and confirm their operational readiness. This matter led the
Company to take the actions necessary to ensure the integrity of its assets in WJO
and keeping their readiness for restart through placing plans and distributing
missions and responsibilities to the teams concerned.

During the current shutdown, the work in WJO is divided into 2 major parts; first,
preservation of wells and facilities; second, confirming the assets’ readiness for
restart, in which a virtual operating is conducted regularly to ensure the field
readiness for restart.

On the other hand, the production shutdown was used to complete workover
operations for some assets that could not be maintained during operation. In
addition, global consultants have been commissioned to review the quality of assets’
preservation and workover plans.
