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The Production of heavy oil
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"Eocene Crude" from WJO

After the Acting CEO Mr. Abdullah Al-
Sumaiti has announced the start-up
of the gradual operation of heavy oil
reservoirs of Wafra Field and producing
the first quantity of heavy oil "Eocene
Crude" from WIJO, praising the tireless
and fruitful effortsby nationalemployees
from both the Kuwaiti and Saudi sides in
WIJO throughout the suspension period
to preserve the assets and ensure their
readiness to resume work. In addition to
the subsequent intensive preparations
to restart operation and production
according to the plans in place, we
had the following interview with the
General Manager of WJO Mr. Hamad
Al-Ajmi, who expressed his pleasure
with that step, saying “Thanks to Allah
and the efforts of our staff, and after
we started producing light oil “Ratawi
and Burgan” during last July after the
shutdown period, we have succeeded to
start the gradual production of heavy oil
"Eocene Crude" on December 21, 2020.
Although there were many challenges,
the most important of which was
COVID-19 and its obstacles that affected
the number of workforces, but we were
able to overcome them.”

He added that “The production of
heavy oil (Eocene crude) differs from
the production of light oil in terms of
the number of wells and the number
of sub-gathering centers, as well as
the technical aspects that need greater
numbers of workforces to operate,
which made the production of the
heavy oil comes after the production of
the light oil».

He pointed out that according to
the established operational plan, on
December 21, 2020, (2) heavy oil sub-
gathering centers were operated, in
which the other centers would be
operated to reach (9) sub-gathering
centers, and then increase production
quantities gradually, expecting the first
shipment of Heavy oil will be exported
with the beginning of the current year.

He confirmed that the safety of the
staff and maintaining the assets is a top

priority for everyone and in all works
implemented in WJO, wishing success
and prosperity for all.

For his part, WJO Manager Operations
Mr. Musaad Al-Mazyad said “Thanks to
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Allah and the efforts of WJO staff, and
after we succeeded in producing light
oil during last July and reaching a daily
production capacity exceeding 100,000
BPD of light oil, we started gradual
producing of heavy oil last December”.

He explained that heavy oil is unlike
light oil regarding the density, viscosity,
extraction techniques, and other
matters that cause the difficulties and
challenges during the operation process,
but WJO was prepared well to face them
according to a planned plan. He added
that according to the operational plan
to produce heavy oil "Eocene crude”,
gradual production, and working on
stabilizing the gathering centers and
production facilities have started prior
to starting shipping and export process.

To raise the awareness of the community and the oil sector
staff, and provide adequate information about COVID-19
vaccine, KGOC Newsletter Editorial Team accompanied
Family Medicine Consultant and Head of Al-Ahmadi
Hospital’s Preventive Medicine Services Team Dr. Entisar
Al-Hindal, and Family Medicine Consultant Dr. Ahmed
Abdulmalik during receiving the first dose of vaccine
against COVID-19. It took place at Kuwait Vaccination
Center in Kuwait International Fair- Mishref, on Monday,
December 28, 2020.

Aftermath of taking the vaccine, Dr. Al-Hindal stated that
“Getting the vaccine in Kuwait is good news that the
pandemic is about to end, Allah Willing”. She argued
everyone to join hands to get to the end of the epidemic
stage, which requires to vaccinate about 70% of the society
members to achieve adequate community immunity.

She added, “I call upon everyone to get medical information
from proper sources and not to listen to or deliberate
rumors because they evoke fear or panic among people”.
She said that the vaccine is safe and there is a great turnout
for it among doctors and medical staff, calling upon all
individuals to register for vaccine via the Ministry of Health
App to protect themselves and the society.
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Dr. Abdulmalik said that “I just received the first dose of Pfizer-
BioNTech vaccine, which is a joint US-German vaccine, and it is
so easy to get it through registering via the Ministry of Health
website and then you will get an SMS with the vaccination's
date and time, in which the procedures inside the Vaccination
Center takes almost (3) minutes”.

He pointed out that the vaccine injection is not painful,
in which the vaccine recipients wait for 15 minutes as a
routine precautionary measure, and then they can practice
their daily activities as usual.

He explained that after receiving the first dose, another
SMS will be sent includes the date and time of the second
dose, which is 3 weeks from the first one, adding that
immunity against COVID-19 will be obtained a week after
the second dose.

He advised everyone, especially medical staff, people with
chronic diseases, and those over 60 years old, not to miss
the opportunity to register for the vaccine.

Regarding the rumors and negative news about the vaccine,
he said "l advise everyone to get information, on which
they make their health decisions, from a proper and reliable
source, as anonymous circulating video clips and messages
should not be taken into consideration in this regard".
